1.) Do players have to try out for the team?   

Try-outs will be held to determine which players are ready for Varsity level play and 
which will benefit from additional preparation on JV.  There will be no cuts.  Placement 
will be determined by the coaches with the best interest of the players and teams in mind.     

2.)  How much will it cost?  Expenses include:

New Player Uniform fee total $350:   
 $100 one-time fee - game jerseys returned at end of season (players keep their  
          numbers from season to season) 
 Game Shorts  $35:  Players keep shorts  
 Helmet $150:  New players - subsidized one-time expense.  Players keep helmets.  
 Custom Equipment bag (optional) $65 
Custom Gloves:  $100 
Personal equipment:  pads, sticks, heads, cleats, etc. are players’ responsibility 
Tournament travel, room/board for out of town tournament(s) paid separately by players 

3.)  What do registration fees pay for?

6. No pass – No play rules:  Players with any grade lower than 70 (or Pre-AP/AP 

grade lower than 60) will be ineligible to play in regular season games for a 

minimum of 3 weeks.  Ineligible players are expected to participate in practice 

and attend games, but may not “dress out” for the game.  Eligibility status can be 

regained if the player is passing at the 3-week progress report.
